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Report on Honduras

| want to thank everyone in the church who helpgabsrt
my medical mission trip with Compassion Med to
Tegucigalpa, Honduras last month. Your donations of
medicines and supplies helped to fill 56 suitcabasour
group of 30 students, nurses, pharmacists, anddfut
Dad) brought to children and their families. We saxer
1000 people. Your money donations of $350 provided
food packets for 24 families for a week that we\aebd
to homes. We also donated medical supplies ansltgifa
hospital and school supplies and clothes to anaorage.

This was a description of our clinic days:

We split into two teams that went to a village aetup a
clinic. The clinics were usually held in a churatschool.
Our coordinator there was a pastor with many castiac
the villages. The villages were about 1 hour from
Tegucigalpa and we traveled on an old US schoal Dius
mountain roads were challenging! A crowd was always
waiting for us. Most patients were moms and thkildecen
with a few men. All children were given anti-patasi
drugs and vitamins. Many of the children had nigtnil
deficiencies. Other very common problems were giker
and middle ear problems. We also saw a seriou$ hear
defect in a small child, probable breast canceesaand a
variety of gallbladder, prostate and thyroid cdsesvhich
we arranged follow-up. Fungal infections were very
common. Because of the poor air quality from opersf
and dust, asthma was also a serious problem.

The ladies from the church followed us to the géa
clinics and cooked homemade Honduran meals that we
truly heavenly! When we were waiting on Honduranej
we would play with the children and learn from thand
their joy.

At the end of the mission, the children put onaalitional
dance and music show for us. They were so entticsias
their gratitude it was almost embarrassing.
